The installation depth of Rough-in Valve should be no
less than 2 3/8"(60mm)and no more than 2
3/4"(70mm),including the thickness of tile.
Otherwise,the deck plate cannot be installed.

Measure and mark the installation points based on the
dimensions of the rough-in valve. Drill holesinto the

concrete wall at the marked locations and insert the wall

anchors.

Secure the rough-in valve to the wall using screws
inserted into the wall anchors. Connect the hotand cold
water inlet pipes to their respective inlets.

3.Connect the spout to the water outlet connector, then tighten the twohexscrews located at the
bottom of the spout.4. Turn on the handle to check for any water leaks.

Electronic parts (excluding batteries), if
applicable, that are part of CRANACH products
purchased from cranachhome.com or
authorized CRANACH sellers are warranted to
the original consumer purchaser to be free from
defects in material and workmanship for 5 years
from the date the product is received for
residential use, 1 year for commercial
purchasers. Batteries are not covered under
this warranty.
