INSTALLATION

Turn off water supply.
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Secure the rough-in valve to the wooden Connect the water pipe to the rough-in valve.
framework with screws.

Ensure the "UP" side of the rough-in valve is

marked and installed correctly.

Align the escutcheon with the rough-in valve and securely install the handle and knob.



WARRANTY

Parts and Finish:

All parts (excluding electronic parts and
batteries) and finishes of CRANACH products
purchased from authorized CRANACH sellers
are warranted to the original consumer
purchaser to be free from defects in material
and workmanship for as long as the original
consumer purchaser owns the home in which
the faucet(s) are installed.

For commercial purchasers or multi-family
residential properties (such as apartments and
condominiums), the warranty period is 10 years
from the date the product is received by the
original purchaser or their authorized
representative (e.g., installation contractor).

Electronic Parts:

Electronic parts (excluding batteries), if
applicable, that are part of CRANACH products
purchased from cranachhome.com or
authorized CRANACH sellers are warranted to
the original consumer purchaser to be free from
defects in material and workmanship for 5 years
from the date the product is received for
residential use, 1 year for commercial
purchasers. Batteries are not covered under
this warranty.
