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INSTALLATION

1. Turn off water supply.

2.1 Loosen the fixing screw counterclockwise and remove Protective Cover 1.
2.2 Unscrew Protective Cover 2 counterclockwise.
2.3 Loosen the screw on the spline adapter and remove it for later use.

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3. Position according to the recommended dimensions.
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4.1 Secure the rough-in valve to the wooden framework with screws.
4.2 Install the brass protective cover and screw.

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5. Connect the water pipe to the rough-in valve.

6.1  Wrap the rear end of the male threaded connector with waterproof tape, then connect it to the rough-in 
valve.
6.2 Align the escutcheon with the rough-in valve and securely install the knobs.
6.3 Install the positioning screw at the bottom of the shower holder (only screw it in halfway).
6.4 Mount the shower holder onto the escutcheon, and tighten the screw at the bottom of the shower holder.
