INSTALLATION
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1. Water circuit diagram of lavatory faucet.
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Hot water inlet

Finished Surface

Cold water inlet

3. Make marks according to the size of the main body 
valve, and then drill anchors into the wall (concrete 
wall) .

4. Install the screw sleeve into the drilled hole first, and 
then fix the main body with the screw. Connect the 
hot and cold water inlet pipes. Finally seal the main 
body with concrete.  (Note: Do not block the 
connection hole where the spout is installed in the 
middle of the main body.)

2. The installation depth of rough-in valve should be 
no less than 2" (52mm) and no more than 2 1/2" 
(65mm) , including the thickness of tile. Otherwise the 
deck plate cannot be installed.



5.1 Connect the handle and the flange to the valve cartridge. Then retighten the screw securely.
5.2 Wrap the water outlet connector with waterproof (PTFE) tape, then install it clockwise into the rough-in 
body according to the diagram.
5.3 Install the spout onto the water outlet connector, and retighten the two screws underneath. Turn on the 
water supply and check all connections for leaks.
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6. Disassemble the drain from the bottom and remove 
all components as shown.

7. Insert the drain into the basin hole, then from 
underneath, attach the rubber gasket, washer, and 
brass sleeve. Tighten the sleeve by turning it right, but 
do not over-tighten.
