PARTS IN THE BOX

Read over these instructions thoroughly before beginning installation. Make sure that you have all tools and
supplies needed to complete the installation.
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INSTALLATION

1. Turn off water supply.

Inlet Pipe

2. Unless necessary, it is recommended not to perform high-temperature welding on the water pipes to avoid
heat damage to the concealed body cartridge.
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Toothed Washer
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3.1 Unscrew Protective Cover 1counterclockwise.
3.2 Unscrew Protective Cover 2 counterclockwise.

3.3 Remove the toothed washer and keep it properly for later use.
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4. Position according to the recommended dimensions.
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5.1 Secure the rough-in valve to the wooden framework with screws.
5.2 Install the brass protective cover, toothed washer and screw.

6. Connect the water pipe to the rough-in valve.
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7. Align the escutcheon with the rough-in valve and securely install the knobs.

8. Precautions for Handwheel Installation
Ensure the line is aligned, misalignment can cause incorrect water temperatures (100°F/38°C) .
Align the plastic ring (A) with the handwheel pin (B) to ensure accurate temperature control.
