11 Locate the position of the bathroom waste pipe, and use a tool to cut a hole as shown in the diagram (the
diameter of the central round hole is 2 (50mm), the top square hole is 23 1/2" (600mm) long, 3 1/8'(80mm) wide,
and 7/8" (22.5mm) deep). Ensure that the tile surface is flush with the top surface of the floor drain.
