1.1 Locate the position of the bathroom waste pipe, and use a tool to cut a hole as shown in the diagram (the 
diameter of the central round hole is 2" (50mm), the top square hole is 12" (300mm) long, 3 7/8"(100mm) wide, 
and 7/8" (22.5mm) deep). Ensure that the tile surface is flush with the top surface of the floor drain.
1.2 Be careful not to let debris fall into the waste pipe to avoid damaging or clogging the drainage system.

2. Use a measuring tool to check if the depth of the waste pipe meets the required installation depth for the 
shower drain body. The top of the waste pipe must extend into the bottom of the shower drain body by 
1"(25mm) - 1 1/8"(28mm).

3. If there is a gap, mark the appropriate length on the extension pipe, cut it properly and use glue to connect it 
to the waste pipe. (The parts list does not include an extension pipe; it needs to be purchased separately.)

4. Finally, evenly apply waterproof fixing material around the area, place the floor drain, press it firmly, and clean 
off the excess material to complete the installation.
